Regular visits from
befriending volunteers are proven to have a positive and preventative impact on ll
health. Both physical and mental health improves for clients who receive
befriending services, allowing them to remain independent and living in their own
homes for longer.

Evidence of the growing scale of loneliness and isolation is well documented,
particularly in rural areas where sparsity, lack of transport and services exacerbate
the situation.
